
Dresden and Worlitz  
with Nicholas Merchant 
8th – 12th September 2010 
 
Day 1: Wednesday, 8th September London / Dresden 
Depart London Heathrow on a Lufthansa morning flight to 
Frankfurt and onward to Dresden.  Transfer to the 
Taschenbergpalais Kempinski Hotel, where four nights are spent.  
Late afternoon walking tour of the old city including the Fürstenzug, 
a 102-metre mural of almost 25,000 Meissen tiles; the magnificent 
reconstructed Frauenkirche; and the Brühl Terrasse riverside 
promenade.  Return to the hotel where Nicholas will talk on the 
Treasures of the Green Vaults before dinner. 
 
Day 2: Thursday, 9th September Dresden & Pillnitz 
Walk to the Residendzschloss to visit the Historic and New Green Vaults.  Possibly Europe’s most 
sumptuous treasure chambers, they house literally thousands of precious objects.  Board a historic paddle 
steamer for a cruise on the River Elbe to Pillnitz with lunch on board.  This baroque jewel forms a unique 
architectural ensemble set in a magnificent landscaped park, and now houses the Museum of Decorative Arts 
– a magnificent collection of craftsmanship from the Saxon court workshops.  Return to Dresden by road 
visiting en route the Pfund Dairy shop, which has exquisite neo-Renaissance style embellished tile paintings. 
 
Day 3: Friday, 10th September Dresden & Worlitz 
Drive to Worlitz to visit Worlitz Park, one of the most beautiful and largest English-style gardens in Europe, 
commissioned by Prince Leopold III of Anhalt-Dessau in the late 18th century and a now a UNESCO world 
heritage site.  Also visit the Neoclassical Palace of Prince Leopold and his wife.  After lunch, visit 
Oranienbaum Gardens and Palace built at the end of the 17th century in Dutch style for the marriage of 
Leopold’s great-grandfather John George II of Anhalt Dessau to Princess Henriette Catharina of Orange. 
 
Day 4: Saturday, 11th September Dresden & Moritzberg 
Drive to Mortizburg to visit the Baroque Moritzburg Schloss built in the mid 16th century as a hunting lodge 
for Duke Moritz of Saxony including the legendary Feather Room.  Also visit Pheasant Castle 
(Fasanshlösschen) built in the late 18th century and an important example of Saxon Rococo style.  After 
lunch return to Dresden for an afternoon at leisure with an option to visit the Zwinger. 
 
Day 5: Sunday 12th September Dresden / London 
Morning visit to the Zwinger, one of the most grandiose works of late-Baroque architecture in Germany, to 
see the remarkable treasures of the Old Masters Picture Gallery.  The magnificent complex also houses the 
Armoury, the Porcelain Collection and the Mathematisch-Physikalischer Salon.  After brunch at the hotel, 
transfer to the airport for a Lufthansa afternoon flight to Frankfurt and onward to London Heathrow. 
 
N.B. There will be the option to attend an opera at the renowned Semperoper, opera schedule to be advised.
